Last summer, a team of
volunteers from Village Church of Dyer, IN, one
of our ministry partners, participated in a mission
trip to Korosten, Ukraine, where they helped
School Without Walls (SWW) students build a
playground for local families and lead a summer
Bible camp for at-risk children and youth.

4 Pray for Valik, our SWW coordinator in Pinsk,
Belarus, as his family is struggling with various
health issues.
5 Please pray for six SWW students from
Mongolia who are traveling to Krasnoyarsk,
Russia to gain firsthand experience with our
summer Bible camp ministry.
6 Pray for Rashid and Erin Shakhmayev, our
missionaries in Perm, Russia, as their family will
be visiting the US in July and August.
7 Pray that God would strengthen the leaders of
Church Without Walls (CWW) in Pinsk, Belarus,
as they are in the midst of a busy ministry season.
8 Praise God for a team of volunteers from
Operation Mobilization, one of our ministry
partners, that participated in a short-term
mission trip to North, Ossetia, Russia last month!

Through this event, many high school students and
teachers heard the gospel for the first time.
15 Pray for the safe delivery of a truckload of used
school furniture that a charitable organization in
Switzerland is donating to Christian schools in
Ukraine.
16 Pray for SWW students in Mongolia as they lead
five summer Bible camps during the second half of
July, including the first camp ever held in a city that
borders China.
17 Please pray for our ministry leaders and SWW
students in Vladivostok, Russia as they help lead a
church in the remote town of Spassk-Dalny.
18 Pray for a team of volunteer families from the US
that is participating in our short-term mission trip to
eastern Ukraine on July 18-31. During this trip, they
will help SWW students and a local church lead a
summer Bible camp and build a playground.
